FURTHER BY THE CANADA.

Confirmation of the Defeat of Rosas.
DETAILS OF THE BATTLE.

Loss of an Austiian War Steamer, with a Large
Number of Lives,

Bosrox, Wednesday, March 31.
The R. M. steamship Canada reached her

dock at East Boston at 8 o’clock this afternoon. Her
mails left for the South by the 5 o’clock train.

Accounts from Buenos Ayres to the 8d February, by
way of England, confirm the fprevious accounts of tho
downfall of Rosas. On that day a desperate battls was
fought between Merio and Pagso Del Rey, which termi-
nated in the defeat of the Luenos Ayres troops. It is
said that 4,000 men were killed and wounded In this en-
gagement ; and that the llolstein cavalry in the Brazil-
inn service literally rode over the much vaunted cavalry
of the Dictator of the Argentine Republic, who waspre-

sont during the action ;and received a wound in the
hand. General Pacheco commanded the Buenos Ayres
troops, and is reported to have been alain.

During the night of the 3d, Urqguiza slept at the coun-
try residence of Rosas, at Palerino, and took up his
residence there, previous to marching upon Buenos
aAyYres,

).Rmsas, with his daughter, Manuelita, and several of
hiis auite, cscaped on board 11. B, Majesty’s ship Locust.
He was disguised s a marine, and his daughter as s
suilor boy., They were afterwards transforred to lier
Majenty’s ship Centaur at Buenos Ayres. ‘That city was
;‘.ommandcd by General Mancilla, who oflered to cupitu-

ate.

i'ho diplomatlc agents of the various foreign powers
had gone to arrange matters amicably if possible,

Urquiza's army commenced the passage of the river
I’arana on the 23d December, und completed it on the
Sth Janwary. The army comnprised 28,000 men, 5,000
1horm:e;, and 40 pieces of arullery, with the neceasary
agpnge.

Mr. Payne, master of Iler Majesty’s ship Locust, who
rode out te view the fight, was met by sume guacos re-
treating, who demuanded his horse, and on his refusing
to give it up, they took it {rom himn, and wounded him
50 severely that he died in conssquence.

Mr. Kobert C. Sherer, U. S. Minister, had arrived at
Montevideo.

The naval commanders of the different nations were
atbout 1o land forces In Buenos Ayres, to protect the per-
sons and property eof the foreign inha{:ilants.

The battle is stated to have lasted from 6 in the morn-
ing till 12 at noen.

The cavalry of Rosas were routed early in the battle,
but thie Infantry made a desperate stand—hence the great
less of life.
